Newsletters can always be
downloaded from our website. We now produce 65 copies per week where pre-pandemic we printed 200.

The advantages of this are twofold; it saves the parish money on stationery but also improves our environmental
footprint by not wasting paper unnecessarily.

If you are able, please arrange with another team to swap. If anyone arrives for Mass and finds the usual team
absent please try to take over their place untill they arrive, or Mass commences.
